How and when to apply? Interested students should submit their 500-word application, 

explaining how they exemplify the qualities above, with an 

attached resume to the Main Office no later than Monday April 

11, 2011 at 3:00 p.m.

How is the award decided? A selection committee, made up of SMS Alumnae, will make a 

final decision after reviewing all applications and evaluating them 

on set criteria.  
 

When is the award presented? The winner will be announced at the Closing Ceremonies in June 

and presented with the certificate and plaque.
